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Important medical considerations:
• Students with shunts or medically implanted devices should not receive a

hearing screening due to potential magnetic interference with the
headphones.

• Parental consent is required for hearing screenings for students with insulin pumps
or continuous glucose monitors.

If a parent chooses to opt their child out of screening, written documentation
isrequired and must include:

*Student’s name, date of birth, teacher, and grade
*Which screening is being declined (hearing or vision) and screening date

*Parent’s name and date

would share the criteria ZPS uses when marking attendance.

8:40am-9:00am = Tardy
9:00am-9:45 am = Late Arrival
9:45am to lunch = Half Day Absence
Lunch - 2:45pm = Half Day Absence
2:45pm-3:30pm = Left Early (*Shows as a tardy on the report
card)

If your child is late to school, absent or picked up early for any
reason, they will receive one of these attendance marks. 

Also, if your child is late or absent for an appointment, please
remember to get a note from the provider.
